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The 60th anniversary of Professor Bo-Goran Erikson

On March 29, 2013 Professor Bo-G ran Erikson,
the Head of the Service of Transplantation Surgery,
Karolinska University, Sweden, became 60 years
old. Professor Erikson began his independent
practical work of in 1978, and from 1984 it was
related to transplantology.

In 1990, Professor Erikson became the first
surgeon to have fulfilled liver transplantation to
a patient with familial amyloid polyneuropathy.
In 1993 Professor Erikson defended a thesis on
«The Study of immunosuppressive and metabolic
effects of FK-506 in monkeys and humans.» In
1992 he was appointed the Head of the Department
of Liver Transplantation, and since 2000 he has
been Professor and Director of Transplant Surgery
Clinic. Among the variety of scientific and practical
achievements of prof. Erikson we are to mention
the pioneering studies on liver transplantation
with allogenic bone marrow transplantation in the
treatment of patients with malignant tumors of
the liver, studies on the role of microdialysis in the
diagnosis of hepatic dysfunction of the graft, and
studies on hepatocyte transplantation in pediatric
patients. He is the author of over 250 scientific
publications, including 30 books and chapters.

We are to note his multifaceted social and
educational activities in transplantology. From 1993
to 1995, Professor Erikson is the member of the
Board, from 1995 to 1997, Vice-President, and from
1997 t0 1999, the President of the European Society
of Transplatology. Since 2007 he is a member of the
European Expert Group on Organ Donation and
Transplantation, from 2007 to 2010 — a member of
the Council of Europe’s Directorate for the Quality
of Care, a member of the European Expert Group
on Organ Donation and Transplantation, from 2007
to 2010 — a member of the Council of Europe’s
Directorate for the Quality of Medical Care.

We would like to mention especially Professor
Erikson’s activity in the organization and
development of a liver transplant program at the
Russian Research Center of Radiology and Surgical
Technologies in St. Petersburg. The program was
first developed in accordance with the decision of
the Ministry of Health of the Russian Federation
in 1994, which allowed the group of Center
professionals to have an advanced training in
transplantation clinic in Sweden.

It is impossible to overestimate the role of
Professor Erikson and his colleagues, whose
repeated visits to St. Petersburg allowed us to
successfully prepare and implement, in 1998, the
first liver transplantation from cadaveric donor.
The first patient is living for more than 15 years.
Over the next five years, Professor Erikson
personally performed or participated in all liver
transplant surgeries carried out in our Center.
In 2001, he managed to hold a unique for our
country liver transplantation to a young patient in
a critical condition. In this case, a donor organ of
a Swedish citizen was delivered from Stockholm
by Professor Erikson. The patient is alive and
completely physically and socially adapted. In
2004 for the grate services to Health Care in Russia
by the Decree of President of Russia Vladimir
Putin Professor Erikson was awarded the Order of
Friendship. In 2008 Professor Erikson was elected
the Honorary Professor of the Russian Research
Center of Radiology and Surgical Technologies.
Despite the huge employment, Professor Erikson
pays a lot of attention to the development of the
liver transplantation program at the Center today.
We warmly congratulate Professor Erikson with
the anniversary and wish him further success in
his difficult and important work.
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
